Important Facts About Child Abuse 
 

There are over 3 million abuse reports  

nationwide per year. 
 

4 children die everyday from child abuse in 

the United States. 
 

79% of the children who die are under the  

age of 4. 
 

90% of children who are raped know the 

identity of the perpetrator. 
 

Child abuse victims experience 59% more 

arrests under the age of eighteen and 30% 

more arrests as adults. 
 

Last year there were 195,095 abuse reports  

in Florida. There were 10,611 abuse reports  

in Pinellas County. 
 

More than 1200 children are placed in 

foster care in Pinellas County due to child 

abuse and neglect.
